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< o Flower Hat Jelly

. This rare species of jellyfish has
multicoloured tentacles hanging from a
translucent, pinstriped bell. Being
semi-benthic, they sometimes stay on the
sea floor. Feeding on small fish in the sea,
they can grow up to 15 centimetres in
diameter and live only for 2 or 3 months.
Flower Hat Jellies occur in Brazil, Argentina
and the deep ocean waters off the coast of
southern Japan,
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The Moon Jelly is so named because of its
moon-like circular beil. One can tell when
they have just taken brine shrimps from the
orange tint in the four stamach pouches in
their ranslucent bells. Feeding on
microplankton, they can grow up to 35
centimetres in diameter and live only for 2 or

3 months. Moon Jellies occur in tropical and
temperate waters.
